We are committed to help facilitate mental health and counselling support for individuals and
communities in our Diocese to help find the peace that comes from truth and justice.

We remember with profound sorrow the children who died and the members of their families
who continue to grieve and all those who live with the trauma of Residential Schools. We
continue to seek pathways of healing for all those on the journey of truth and reconciliation.

We are all interconnected and we have a responsibility to accompany one another in the circle of
life. We humbly acknowledge the pain of the past and we accept responsibility for the role we
have played in the history of Residential Schools. With the help of the Creator, the path forward
is hopeful as we move forward in the light of a new tomorrow.
